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SUPPLY CHAIN MANAGEMENT REPORT FOR QUARTER ENDING JUNE 2011
PRIOR REPORT UPDATE
As previously stated in the quarterly report ended March 2011, that a Data Capturer be appointed to keep the Lesedi Local Municipality’s Database up to date. To address this challenge, two interns, Miss Gugu Elminah Lottering and Nokuthula Roselina Makhanye were appointed in the SCM Office on the 24th of May 2011 for a period of one year. However, due to a shortage of power points and computers in the SCM Office, these interns could not yet be utilized for this purpose effectively.   
The Minister of Finance Mr Pravin J. Gordhan signed the revised Preferential Procurement Regulations on the 6th of June 2011 that will take effect from 07 December 2011. As required by Section 14(1) (a) (i) and (ii) of The Municipal Supply Chain Regulations, all existing service providers were invited to update their information on the Lesedi Local Municipality’s Supplier Database and prospective suppliers were invited to apply for evaluation and listing as accredited prospective service providers.  
COMMITTEES
The Bid Adjudication committee met five times this quarter namely 12, 13, 21 April; 31 May and 22 June 2011.                                   
CHALLENGES  
As previously stated under challenges in the quarterly report ended December 2010, the contract register will now be developed with the assistance of The Intenda (Pty) Ltd to meet all treasury requirements. However, the setting up of reminders remains a major challenge for the SCM Office. The other challenge is the duplication of suppliers on the Intenda Database.    
RECOMMENDATION
Due to amendments in the Preferential Procurement Regulations and to adhere to Section 1.8 of The Lesedi Local Municipality’s SCM Policy, the Supply Chain personnel together with all the members of the various Bid Committees must undergo training regarding the implementation of these regulations before implementation on the 11th of December 2011.For this reason The National Treasury should be consulted to provide this training. 
That Intenda (Pty) Ltd be requested to provide the necessary training with regards to Database Management for the two Interns in the SCM Office and assist the Senior Procurement Officer and Clerical Assistant with the Contract Register as stipulated in the SLA signed with the Lesedi Local Municipality. 
For all purchases below R30 000.00,it is recommended that all the Heads of Departments must give an instruction to their departments to request quotations from suppliers who are registered on the Lesedi Local Municipality’s Database only.

That an information sharing workshop also be conducted to inform all the service providers and suppliers of goods regarding the revised Preferential Procurement Regulations and the new requirements.
